          --The repeated unbelief of God’s people and the failure of 
             spiritual leadership through Eli and his sons led to the loss 
             of the “Shekinah” Glory in the Holy of Holies, I Sam. 4:21-22. 
          --The leadership of the Nation moved into the hands of human 
             leaders -- “kings”-- most being wicked and idolatrous men. 
          --National “idolatry” led to God’s judgment and “captivity” by 
             foreign powers – God’s voice being heard only through the 
             “Prophets”, who warned of coming judgment, but also  
             repeated the “Promise” of the ____________ of the “Glory”, 
             Isa. 7:14; 9:2, 6-7. 
          --God put the Northern Kingdom (Israel) in “captivity” to Assyria  
             in 722 B.C.; the Southern Kingdom (Judah) to Babylon in  
             587 B.C. 
          --When God graciously “returned” Judah to “the Land”, the long 
             pattern of unfaithfulness continued, so God _______ sending 
             Prophets to _______ for Him -- their voices were “________”! 
             Note:  ______ years passed before God’s “________”  
                        was heard again!
